About the direc

Ms. Cynthia Ohrt, the Choral Director, hails from the Thumb Area of Michigan, where her
musical journey commenced at the tender age of four. Throughout her tenure in Bay City, she
was deeply engaged in various musical activities, including choirs, bands, musical theatre,
church music, piano lessons, and a plethora of summer theatre productions. She completed her
Bachelor of Music Degree from Michigan State University from 1969 to 1973. Her academic
achievements also include endorsements from Eastern Michigan University and Oakland Uni-
versity in the fields of school administration and curriculum development.

With a career spanning 38 years within the Lake Shore Public School District, Ms. Ohrt has
led her students to achieve numerous accolades. She was recognized as Teacher of the Year in
1989 and 1999, a testament to her dedication and excellence. Moreover, she served as a men-
tor to two student teacher music educators, a role that was immensely fulfilling. Under her
guidance, these students went on to become distinguished Music Directors in the Southeastern
Michigan region.

In an effort to enhance the music program at Lake Shore, Ms. Ohrt introduced a Special Edu-
cation Music Class for students of all abilities. She also developed curricula that enabled
students to accumulate Fine Arts credits, thereby integrating the Shorian Singers Show Choir
into the Lake Shore Public Schools approved curriculum in 1988. In addition to her roles as
the director of the Lake Shore High School Choirs and the Special Education Music Class, she
also served as the Auditorium Director for the Lake Shore Public Schools for 20 years.

The Lake Shore Singers, the Women& Glee Club, and the Shorian Singers Show Choir have
achieved numerous Division I and II ratings. From 1973 to 1986, the LSHS Choirs participat-
ed in the MSV A Solo & Ensembles, a platform that significantly elevated their national recog-
nition. Under Ms. Ohrt's leadership, these groups have consistently placed and ranked among
the top nationally in music festivals such as—Fiestaval Heritage, Magic Music Days, three
Bahama Music Festival aboard the Sovereign of the Sea and Monarch of the Sea (winning two
Grand Championships), and Festival Disney. Her choirs have also performed a variety of
Broadway musicals, including Les Miserables, Phantom, Showboat, West Side Story, Oklaho-
ma, Grease, The Wizard of Oz, Beauty and the Beast, Oliver, High School Musical, Mame,
South Pacific, and No, No, Nanette, among others.

In June 2011, Ms. Ohrt retired from her position at Lake Shore Public Schools, yet her passion
for music continues as she directs the St. Clair Shores Community Chorus. Her tenure with the
chorus, which began in 1998, has seen a diverse mix of young and mature individuals, contrib-
uting to the chorus's longevity of over 60 years. Ms. Ohrt believes that blending voices of
different ages into one cohesive group fosters a unified musical sound and is a unique oppor-
tunity that plays a crucial role in preserving music in the Shores and beyond for future genera-
tions.
